ASI University Affairs Committee Code
I. Name:

The name of this committee shall be the ASI University Affairs Committee. This committee is a standing committee of ASI.

II. Purpose and Duties:


The purpose and duties of the ASI University Affairs Committee is to:

1.) Coordinate the student voice in the Academic Senate and to bring to the Board of Directors issues pending in the Academic Senate that have an impact on the quality of education and university experience of California State University East Bay students. 

2.) Review college issues brought to the Board of Directors by students, which do not fall under the jurisdiction of other committees. 
3.) Plan, oversee and carry out business outside of ASI affairs, relating and of interest to the academic colleges, University business, CSUEB student concerns with the University, the Concord Campus and Hayward Community. 
4.) Work closely with the University Union Board, the CSUEB Foundation Board and the University Administration to advance student issues, provide communication between the organizations and participate in on-going planning and activities. 
5.) Appoint eligible members to University committees as requested with the Assistance of the Director of Student Life. 

Actions of the ASI University Affairs Committee are subject to approval by the Board of Directors.

III. Membership:

1.) The ASI University Affairs Committee shall consist of eight (8) persons. The Director of University Affairs shall chair the committee and be a voting member. Four (4) other members will include the four 4) directors of colleges, the director of the Concord Campus and two (2) at-large students, who are not members of the Board but are appointed by the Board. 
2.) The Vice President of Student Affairs (or his/her designee) shall serve as an ex-officio, non voting member of the University Affairs Committee.
3.) Committee terms shall be one (1) year, consistent with Article IX, Section 5 of these Bylaws. Quorum (50%+1) must be present at all meetings of the committee.

IV: Meetings:

The ASI University Affairs Committee shall at least monthly during the academic year. A calendar of meeting dates, agendas and minutes will be posted and are available at all times. Meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order and the Education Code, Sections 89920 through 89928. 

V. Enactment: 

This ASI University Affairs Committee Code shall become effective upon final passage by ASI Board of Directors, and upon the signature of the President/CEO of the ASI Board of Directors. The Committee Code supersedes all previous legislation pertaining to this body and any such legislation currently in effect is hereby repealed.
