The Associated Students, Inc. Business Services Office will automatically deduct a $7.00 Non Sufficient Funds fee from the club or organization account the check was payable too.  It will be the responsibility of the club or organization to collect the amount of the check and the Non Sufficient Funds fee deducted from the CSU East Bay club or organization account.  Associated Students will not accept checks from individuals who have previously bounced checks.
