Finance Committee Code
I. Name:

The name of this committee shall be the ASI Finance Committee. This committee is a standing committee of ASI.

II. Purpose and Duties:


The purpose and duties of the ASI Finance Committee is to:

1.) Serve as the Student Organization Committee to approve club and organization funding.
2.) Oversee the year-end fiscal audit process.
3.) Develop and recommend policies and procedures for the use of funds.
4.) Participate in the preparation of the annual budget of the corporation.
5.) Review and recommend to the Board allocations and expenditures of corporation funds.

Actions of the ASI Finance Committee are subject to approval by the Board of Directors.

III. Membership:

1.) The Vice President of Finance of the Board of Directors shall chair the Finance Committee. Other members will include Directors of Colleges (4), the Director of Concord (1) and two (2) students at large who are appointed by the Board.  President ad Vice President of the Executive Committee. All members will have equal voting authority.

2.) The Associated Students, Inc. Executive Director shall serve as an ex-officio, non voting member of the Executive Committee.
3.) A representative appointed by the University President shall also serve on the Executive Committee as a non-voting, ex-officio member.

4.) Committee terms shall be one (1) year, consistent with Article IX, Section 3 of these Bylaws. Quorum (50%+1) must be present at all meetings of the committee and must include either the President or Executive Vice President. 
IV: Meetings:

The ASI Finance Committee shall meet weekly during the academic year. A calendar of meeting dates, agendas and minutes will be posted and are available at all times. Meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order and the Education Code, Sections 89920 through 89928. 

V. Enactment: 

This ASI Finance Committee Code shall become effective upon final passage by ASI Board of Directors, and upon the signature of the President/CEO of the ASI Board of Directors. The Committee Code supersedes all previous legislation pertaining to this body and any such legislation currently in effect is hereby repealed.
