Graduation Funding Policy
I. Background & Purpose
This policy describes the guidelines for the distribution of funds from Associated Students, Inc. (ASI) to California State University, East Bay’s Graduation Committees and organizations that perform  events and activities related to graduation events. 

II. Funding

The total amount that any graduation committee related to graduation events can receive from this policy is $2000.00.  $1750.00 for the event and $250.00 that can be used towards a fundraiser for the event.  
The total amount that Organizations that perform events and activities related to graduation events can receive from this policy is $1,000.00.  $750.00 for the event and $250.00 that can be used towards a fundraiser for the event.
III. Eligibility 

To be eligible to utilize the graduation policy funding, you must be a recognized organization on campus by the Office of Student Life and Leadership and in good standing with no prior debts as noted by ASI Business Office.
On top of being recognized by the Office of Student Life and Leadership, the Student Organization Committee must also recognize Graduation Committees and Organizations that mat be eligible for funding from this policy.
Organization representatives must submit a detailed budget outlining reasons for additional funding.  Please do not guess amounts you are requesting.  Be accurate and attach official quotes or receipts where applicable.
IV. Regulations 
No alcohol can be purchased with this funding.
No off-campus graduation event will be funded.


Artists must fill out the Club and Orgs Performance agreement.

Non Graduation committees can utilize this policy after they have used their Spring Quarter $ 1,000. 

The Fundraising allocation of the $250.00 fundraising amount can be used fall, winter or spring Quarters.
After the Event has taken place the Graduation Committee or Organization must submit the Questioner Form.

Graduation Committees can not receive start up funding.

Graduation Committee is only able to utilize this policy in order to receive funding from ASI.

V. Acceptable Activities

Graduation related year-end events are those events that are open to all students and are celebrating students who are graduating from CSU East Bay.  This policy does not apply to celebrations, banquets, and or parties.  This policy is specifically designed to help with additional expenses related to graduation events only.
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
